Executive Committee Recap

BuildX – Mart has approached us to participate again this May (vs. June last year).  Meeting with the Mart folks on the 8th of February to discuss the event further.  
One-Vendor Expo – Jerry explained that the call for presenters is resulting in more sales pitches than they are educational and we have to turn them away.  In addition to this dynamic, many of our associate members have expressed an interest to get in front of our professional members.  
The One-Vendor Expo concept is to essentially allow an associate member to do a presentation to any professional member who wants to show up over lunch. Would plan to host one per month, have a catering menu with limited options and a fixed cost and host at a conference room (currently space is available at 401 N. Michigan). Goal is to have 20 people per session; minimum of 10. The fee to host this by an associate member would be $1,200; non-members $2,500.  Question raised about the vendor having the option of inviting their own guests that are not members of IFMA. Response was okay, cap at five and only potential professional members.  Various options and the pro/cons of the proposed program were vetted.  

Jerry DiCola made a motion to proceed with the program; Dom Ruggerio second the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.

Sponsorship will lead the effort working with the Associates Committee.  Initial outreach to offer the program will be to our current sponsors who will receive a discount.  Details to be determined.
