	Facility Fusion 2012 (April 11-13) - Jerry DiCola reported that the Facility Fusion plans are coming together.  Cut0off for early registration ended March 2, 2012.  Advertisements on the ‘el’ will be seen in Chicago.  The eblast with the volunteer survey has been sent out several times – the deadline to volunteer is Friday, March 9th. 

Jerry commented that he has learned that the Chicago Chapter is responsible for organizing the volunteers – not National.  Jerry will manage the volunteer assignments.

The Facility Fusion panel discussion “How to become a Strategic Player on the C Level” has six panelists secured from Motorola, Northern Trust, CBRE, Cannon Business Solutions, Brinks, Hofer, Gilson and Lione, and  Kayhan International.

National has confirmed that the Chapter may sell the UPS shipping boxes at the Facility Fusion Bookstore. Credit card purchases will be completed using the chapter’s online payment system – Authorize.net.   An eblast requesting member volunteers will be sent this week.

The Chapter could collect $10.00 per person and donate that money to the Foundation.  This will be further discussed.
